The 2016 Tinta Roriz was aged in new French oak for 16 to 18 months, depending on the plot (with three
vineyards separately fermented). It comes in at 14.5% alcohol. For some reason, I missed this in the
vertical history of Crasto's Tinta Roriz, so here is a current note on this recent offering.  

Wine Spectator (WS) :   94 Points   (2016)  
Refined, featuring ripe raspberry and vivid currant notes woven with cedar, violet and graphite details.
Offers firm, integrated tannins, with accents of clove, espresso and wild herb sailing into the long finish.
Best from 2021 through 2030.  

Wine Enthusiast (WE) :   94 Points   (2016)  
In the series of single-variety wines from this producer, this wine is rich, generously and smoothly textured.
Tinta Roriz, aka Tempranillo, gives a powerful, concentrated wine, with ripe black fruits and some fine
potential. Drink the wine from 2022.
